Tips to Protect Yourself When Leasing 

·  KEEP A COPY of all documents related to your rental for your records

· Read every word of your lease and complete a Lease-Fix Kit from Student Legal Services before you sign the lease
·  Ask to see the property you will actually be living in   

 versus a  "model" before signing the lease

·  Complete a written checklist of property condition and existing damages when you move in, send it to your landlord and KEEP A COPY for your records (form included in Lease-Fix Kit); take pictures or video 

·  Contact your landlord in writing immediately upon 

    discovering a problem with the property

·  Before signing a lease, speak to other tenants at  

the complex about the landlord's treatment of their   

complaints

·  Sign a roommate agreement relating to everyone's

    responsibilities and expected behavior

·  Obtain renter's insurance to protect your belongings
